This term, our key questions are:

This term our questions will bring together many aspects of 

the curriculum. We will be learning about the how and why 

areas can change, and exploring some of the ways in which 

our local area had changed over time. In Science, we will be 

exploring the needs of animals of humans to survive, 

including the purpose and structure of skeletons and 

muscles.
